With the help of animal welfare advocate Hannah Arbizzani and The Puppy Mill Project, a non-profit
organization devoted to educating the public about “ puppy mill” breeding facilities, Herman connected with
Chicago Animal Care and Control’s Homeward Bound program. Through Homeward Bound, area animal
welfare agencies help to place stray and surrendered adoptabl e animal s through shelters and, most recently,
through approved pet stores. The Puppy Mill Project assists pet stores in setting up humane standards of
operation and serves as a liaison with Chicago Animal Care & Control, aswell as other animal control
facilities. “I’m delighted to be working with Barb to place homeless animals,” said Cherie Travis,
Executive Director for Chicago’'s Animal Care and Control. “ACC isthe largest animal facility in the area,
taking in approximately 20,000 animals each year and it is wonderful to think that some animals will find
homesin Evanston.”
